In brief 

Since 2004 the National Youth Council of Catalonia (CNJC) has organised Euro-Mediterranean Training Courses promoting Human Rights Education and Intercultural Dialogue among youth leaders from both shores of the Mediterranean Sea.

As unique opportunity Barcelona will host the first Anna Lindh Forum. Complementing this Euro-Mediterranean event we would like to provide the space for 20 youth leaders to attend the Networking seminar Towards Dialogue. 

Objectives 


Towards Dialogue is planned as a 5 days meeting previous to the celebration of the Anna Lindh Forum with the objectives to:

· Experience non formal education methodological approaches as basis for developing youth work promoting Intercultural Dialogue; 

· Exchange best practices of Euro-Mediterranean Youth Work;

· Provide reflection spaces for further networking and co-operation among Euro-Mediterranean youth organisations; 

· Prepare additional elements to be brought to the Education, Intercultural Learning and Youth strategic field  during the Forum.

Towards Dialogue will gather 20 youth leaders and educators from youth organisations working in the Euro-Mediterranean area to analyse the complexity of dialogue and how to put it in practice through youth work.

Team of trainers

The seminar will be facilitated by a multicultural team of experienced trainers from the Youth Directorate of the Council of Europe and the Anna Lindh Foundation. 

Hosting Organisation

The National Youth Council of Catalonia (CNJC) is the umbrella organization uniting the main youth Catalan NGO's and watching over the interest of the young people and the children in our country.

Currently the CNJC is composed by 94 organisations that have in common the work in the youth field from different perspectives. Educational, social, political organisations, youth section of the trade unions, etc are members of the Council.

The main objectives of the CNJC are:

· To encourage youth co-operation, and the democratic process in general

· To act as a bridge between youth groups and the political powers so as to facilitate the general improvement of youth issues.

· To promote relations between youth associations

· To publicize, at an international level, the activities of youth associations

· To develop and finance studies and reports on youth issues

Profile of the participants

The seminar is designed for youth leaders, educators and multipliers working with young people in the Euro-Mediterranean Area.

They should be ready to act as multipliers and are requested to be able to fully participate in English language. Experience in the field, follow up development and motivation will be specially valued.

Participants are expected to have high degree of tolerance, respect, empathy and readiness for a meaningful intercultural learning experience. 

Deadline for expression of interest

The expression of interest must be sent by e-mail to the Catalan National Youth Council (CNJC) till Monday 15th February 2010 the latest (see details in the form). 

A group of 20 youth leaders, selected in order to represent the Euro-Mediterranean diversity will be invited to join the event.

Financial and practical conditions of participation 

Travel expenses

Transportation and visa costs to Barcelona are fully covered by the Anna Lindh Foundation for those selected to attend the ALForum. Other participants need to provide for their transport cost to the venue.

Participants are expected to arrive on the 26th February afternoon. The departure will be on the 3rd March after lunch to go together to Barcelona as next morning the ALForum starts.
